Attaching the Autopuller to your course is easy.
For the wireless models, you wire a connector ¢oréteiver cord and
plug in where you would normally plug in your patird.
The Trap and Skeet wired systems come with a 2doxt that connects
either to your existing pull cord or to a sepaeateension cord.
The Sporting Clays wired system comes with a 7-6ootl with wires for two
connectors to plug in two machines.

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Autopuller Systems

The Clay Delay family of products has evolved frarbhase product, The Basic Skeet Autopuller. This
was designed based on the statement “| just washadot by myself!”. This means no frills, just the
basic pull head with voice command. Using inputrfrehooters, the Basic model has expanded into
full lines of designs. This allows you to seleat fanctions that best suit your needs.

After the initial setup, operating the Autopullsrsimple.
- Connect your unit to the target machine
Plug the lapel microphone into the side of the aalar
Turn the unit on, and adjust the sensitivity fouypull
The top mounted arming buttons allow you to seleethigh, low or true pair/doubles. You simply
press one or both of the buttons to activate thophone
Call for your target(s)
(For the times you are with a companion, pressaghopriate arming button, and on their call,
press the manual button to release their targets.)
Repeat this for each target you want to shoot

The Autopuller controller has a belt clip to hoakto your belt or shell pouch.
With a size of only 5.5 x 2.5 x 1 and weightingyiil7 oz., it does not interfere with your shooting

International Delay - a random delay (you can adjust the max) up tecdmsds. If you have it set for 2
seconds, it will sometimes give you a delay of @sels, or .5 seconds, or no delay at all, etc.




Sporting Clays models can control either one malintwo machines. (i.e. you can use this
for trap or skeet too!) There are two arming buit@m the top panel. You press either the
arming button in the middle to arm the microphooe the machine 1, or the arming button
closer to the edge for machine 2. If you press Iaithons before you call for the target, both
targets will launch at the same time.

If you are shooting with a companion and want wntzh targets for them as well, press the
arming button as you would for yourself, but theegs the small button on the top panel to
release the target when they call.

Sporting Clays models come standard with a 4-wir@/dutlet configuration. This is to provide
for clubs where the machines are kept electricsdlyarate (i.e. you need to press two separate
buttons to get a double). If your club has a sirmidet for at each station. You will need to
order a 3-wire/single outlet configuration.

If you are looking for modes that are differemnfr those that are available on any one of our
standard models. You can choose your own.

Each Custom model will still come with Instant \doRelease as it's default mode. Then you
add up to 4 of your desired modes.

Modes to choose from:

Voice Delay- a set delay between your call and the launchs(@é&lay will be the same each time, until you d®o
to change it.)

American Delay - a random delay of 0-1 second (You can adjustdélay so that the maximum is equal to or less
than one second.)

International Delay - a random delay of 0-3 seconds (You can adjistblay so that the maximum is equal to or
less than three seconds.)

Report Pair - You choose the first target which will be releddy your voice. The opposite target will be retsh
at the sound of your gun. (You can adjust the arnofidelay between the sound of the gun and treasel of the
second target.)

Following Pair - The first target will be released by your voiéesecond target from the same machine will be
released at the sound of your gun. (You can atfiesamount of delay between the sound of the gdrtlerelease
of the second target.)

Rearm - After your shot, The Autopuller will automatibarearm the microphone for the last target thahtzhed
(you can adjust the amount of time that it takegtie Autopuller to rearm.)

H/L - This mode allows you to shoot a round of skeimized the times that you need to press the agmin
button. When you are in this mode, press the Highdd arming button. The Autopuller will release liligh House
at your voice. Then the Autopuller will wait for yovoice to launch the low house. (If you presshtarming
buttons you will get a pair.)

Random - No matter which arming button you choose to #renmicrophone, the Autopuller will choose which
target will be launched.

Time Delay - This does not use the voice activation. Theetawgll be release a set number of seconds afeer th
arming button is pushed.

Pull Cord - If you are pulling for someone else and do nabinto press an arming button and the manual eleas
button to launch a target, this mode will allow ytodaunch the target with just the press of alsihgtton.
There are no delays or voice activation involvethis mode.

Flurry - This mode will randomly release targets from on&oth of the houses, until the chosen numbéargkets
has been launched. (This fun game is often cabéeg gun.)

Wired or Wireless

Both the wired and wireless systems use the samteotier. The difference is that the wired conteoll
has a 2-foot pigtail for you to connect to a cdndttneeds to be pulled across the ground and the
wireless controller has a transmitter built in whitalks’ to the receiver wirelessly.

All wired Autopullers use your existing pull cord outletou must either remove the pushbutton head
from your cord, and install connectors on the cartd the original head, or use an external grade
extension cord, in place of modifying the origimalrd. The Trap and Skeet versions come with a
2-foot cord. The Sporting Clays version comes vatir-foot cord, allowing you the ability move
around when you plug in at each station.

The wired system consists of the Autopuller, mitrape, battery, carabineer strain relief and soft
pouch.

For wireless Autopullers, instead of plugging in the long pull cord, you plagthe receiver using a
short (six-foot) adapter cordou will need to wire the adaptor cord with the same type of
connector that the pull cord would use.Since you may have the opportunity to use multiigliels,
two cords are provided. By simply plugging in thmoeopriate adapter cord, you now have the ability
to use different fields, or switch from skeet tayptreasily.

There may be times you have the need to “see” wghia@ppening without wasting targets. The front
panel contains two dual color lights to allow yaudo this. The left green/red light indicates ifuyo
have power and if a signal is being sent from thatroller. The right green/red light indicates whic
machine is launching a target.

The receiver has an auto-off function that turnstoé receiver after 30 minutes of non-use. This
allows you to increase battery life. If you wish dsable the autoff function, you can do so by
simply flipping a switch inside the battery compaent.

The wireless system consists of the controlleryéaeiver, two adapter cords, a microphone, bateri
soft case and owner’s manual.

The printing is done before ©
lamination, preventing removal of the name. Some

shooters have opted to add their phone number in

addition to their name.

Heavy duty belt clip $10

Many shooters asked for a swivel, removable beit cl
The heavy duty clip we provide is the same desgn a
on a cell phone. By having two bolted attachment
points, you have the option to capture only thedigp

to allow swiveling, or capture both for non-swivel
Simply pressing the top release button, allows tu
quickly unhook your Autopuller from your belt/pouch

Battery Saver $15

If you would like to guard against the possibiliof

leaving your Autopuller turned on an draining tlegtéry,

our battery saver option would be a good choice.

After 30 minutes of non-use, the Autopuller conrgol
will turn itself off. To turn it back on you justrgss the
power button on the front panel.

Mode Memory $10

If you order a Premium or a Custom Autopuller, yoay
want it to remember the combination of modes that y
prefer to use. With the Mode Memory option, whem yo
turn the Controller on, it will return to whichevarodes
were active when you turned it off.



Enhancements and Upgrades for the Receiver

External power $15

If the receiver will be used at one location, or

located at a point that has either a 12 volt orv110

source nearby, you may want to consider the
external power option.

The receiver has an extra circuit installed, that
bypasses the internal 9-volt battery. For a 12 volt
hookup, you simply connect the supplied power
cord to the battery. For 110 volts, you will need a
step down transformer with a 2.1mm power plug.

Transformer (includes external
power option) $30

The receiver requires 12 to 15 volts of external
power to operate. If there is no 12 volt available
from a machine or extra battery, but you have 110
volts nearby, you may want to consider a step-down
transformer.

High Power Antenna $25

The high power antenna option allows you to
place the receiver in a ‘better’ location, away
from the elements or machine operation.

This will increase the effective range between
the controller and the receiver.



Connectors

Connectors

It is not always easy to obtain the connectorsetaup
your system. As an aid to help you, we carry some
the common styles of connectors along with 2
commonly ordered packages.

The first is a package of 3 twist lock, 2 malegfnéle
style L5415, (+3L5 on order form) connectors
allowing you to connect your Autopuller to an eiigt

pull cord. The second is a package that contains 1

male L5-15, 1 female L5-15 and 1 male ML-3
Existing cord cut with connectors added (+2L1M on order form).

We also carry several other styles for your
convenience.

Note: the ML-2 and ML-3 are the same size.
The male ML-3 has a solid center pin while
the male ML-2 has a hollow center pin.

API/I and API/TD were designed to allow you to shit
between normal pull cord operation and delayecasgleThe
unit plugs in between your existing pull cord arfe t
machine. Your pull cord operates as normal until gelect
the delay mode. (This is accomplished by simplydimg a

launch button. Switching back to a normal pull cadione

the same way). In the delay mode, pressing onlecofdlease
buttons starts a timer. When the time is reachesiadrget is
released. This allows you to concentrate on thé ahd not
on the timer. Since you will be using your existmgl cord

and head there is no provision for voice release.

The top switch has three positions. Up is delay eneénter
is off and down is bypass. In the bypass modepthlecord

is connected directly to the machine cord and liptaimoves
the Autopuller from the circuit.

Model API/lI has both instant and international geldhe
international delay time is adjustable to 1, 2 ose®onds.
This is the maximum time of the delay. When a talbggton
is pressed, the timer will give a random time fronto the
preset maximum time (1, 2 or 3) seconds.

Model API/TD has both instant and a preset delagtiThe
time, 2, 3 or 4 seconds, is selected by you. Thilsnat vary
and allows you to set your stance before the releas

Both models are great for an instructor.
